Annual Ijtema 2012 Report


Ijtema Committee and Ijtema Preparation

The preparations for this year’s Ijtema were started through the forming an Ijtema Committee. In early December a committee was formed, and various meetings were held to assign duties to members and to discuss different matters relevant to the planning of the Ijtema. The Ijtema Committee included the following members:

 Attendance campaign

To ensure a good attendance at the local Ijtema it was decided in the committee meetings to first print an Ijtema invitation, Programme and the Syllabus and then to distribute them to every single Khadim and Tifl in the Majlis. Nazim Attendance and his team of six saiqeen split the Tajneed into seven groups which were then visited individually by the attendance team. 
Furthermore all Khuddam and Atfal were reminded repeatedly by phone calls, text messages and e-mails of the Ijtema proceedings.


Sports Day

The first event of the Ijtema took place on Sunday 8th January 2012. At 11.30am the Sports Day was initiated at the Aspire Centre, which is located next to Southfields Community College. 
After a short opening session the Khuddam and Atfal competed in various disciplines:
· Football
· Cricket

· Tug of War

Two halls were booked for the event and Atfal had also the opportunity to do some of their competitions on the school ground if space was limited.
[image: ]Throughout the day, light refreshments were served to the participants. Zuhr Prayer was offered at 1.30pm after which Sadr Jama’at Azizur Rehman Sahib addressed the present Khuddam and Atfal about the importance of Jama’at events and asked them to use these opportunities to learn something to enhance our religious knowledge.

Afterwards the remaining competitions were held. The session came to an end at around 4.00pm. 
The attendance at the Sports Day was 29 Khuddam, 33 Atfal and 2 guests.




Local Ijtema

The Local Ijtema was held on Saturday the 14th January 2012 at Ackroydon Hall. All Majlis-e-Amila and Ijtema Committee members were asked to start the day with the Fajr Prayer at Fazl Mosque and after breakfast at home come straight to the Hall for the setup of the Ijtema site.
[image: ]At 8.00am members of the committee gathered to start the onsite preparations, such as putting chairs and tables in place, putting up banners etc.

Registration started at 9.00am, Khuddam and Atfal arrived at the Hall and after registering themselves (and confirming their detail held in the local Tajneed) made their way to the upper hall.
The opening session began at 10:00am and was chaired by Sadr Jama’at Mosque West. After Recitation from the Holy Qur’an and translation by Talha Wahaj Sohail Sahib, Pledge, and Nazm by Abdul Qavi Khan Sahib ,Sadr Sahib explained the importance of  congregational prayer in the mosque. He also advised the Khuddam of the new local Namaz Centre used for Ishaa Prayer daily. This was followed by silent prayer which concluded the opening session.

The academic competitions started at 11.00am; Khuddam and Atfal competed in Tilawat, Adhan, Nazm, Prepared Speech and Extempore Speech with an additional competition of Hifz-e–Qur’an for Atfal only. This session came to an end at 1.00pm and was followed by Zuhr Prayer led by Mohtamim Ta’leem Hafiz Ijaz Sahib, who held a Talqeen-e-Amal session  after namaz. 

[image: ]Afterwards lunch was served to the participants. The Khuddam and Atfal were served Biryani and Zarda as a sweet second dish.

After Lunch the remaining sessions of the Ijtema took place, which were a memory test, in which Khuddam and Atfal were shown slides with over 30 objects on them. Then they had 2 ½ minutes to write as many objects as they could remember. This competition was followed by the last remaining competitions which were arm wrestling and arm holding competitions.

The final session began at 4.00pm and was chaired by Mauvin Sadr Majlis Khuddamul Ahmadiyya Farooq Mirza Sahib. The session began with the recitation of the Holy Qur’an and translation by Yasir Ahmad Sahib, followed by Pledge and a Nazm by Abdul Qavi Khan Sahib.
[image: ]Then an Ijtema report was presented by Nazim-e-Ala Ijtema Sahir Jamil Shahid which was then followed by the prize distribution. 
Finally Mauvin Sadr Majlis delivered his concluding speech, in which he spoke about various matters such as the Chanda tamira’at and the current UCL issue about the cartoons of our beloved Prophet Muhammad (saw) and the response of our Jama’at via an e-petition and Majlis Ansar Sultanul Qalam.
He then led the participants in silent prayers which formally brought the Ijtema to its end.

After a photo session with Naib Sadr Majlis Maghrib prayer was offered in the lower hall. The total attendance at the Ijtema was 53 Khuddam, 35 Atfal and 16 guests.  This corresponds to a 76% attendance for the Khuddam and 90% for the Atfal.  
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
